Effective April 18, 2011, with the deployment of the latest NED upgrade (NED 2.9), there are two new classifications available to appropriately designate an individual who obtains an NIH I.D.  In the last year, it became urgent to develop these classifications for individuals who were being inappropriately designated into one of the available classifications.  Case in point was that of individuals who were not NIH employees or trainees but here on a Collaborative Research and Development Agreement (CRADA).  Such individuals were inappropriately classified in NED as contractors or Special Volunteers, when they are neither.  These mistakes put the NIH at risk.  Thus, we have been able to develop two new classifications to help mitigate the risk.  They are:

Collaborator (Clinical) – A non-NIH employee or trainee, employed by or associated with an outside organization, who performs clinical research or rotations at or for NIH pursuant to an agreement (e.g., individuals on a CRADA or other types of agreements)
Collaborator (Non-Clinical) - A non-NIH employee or trainee, employed by or associated with an outside organization, who performs non-clinical research or rotations at or for NIH pursuant to an agreement (e.g., individuals on a CRADA or other types of agreements)

            

            For these two classifications you will also be prompted to choose a duration period of < six months or > six months.

Please note that these two new classifications are to be selected only when none of the other classifications appropriately fit.  This would be the case for CRADA collaborators and others who are not employee, trainee, contractor, and do not fit the requirements for Special Volunteer or Guest Researcher, for example, as delineated in the applicable Manual Chapters and other NIH policy documents (e.g., the Intramural Research Sourcebook).
